TELL ME ALITTLE MORE ABOUT THE KAWASAKI KVF750 4X4 ATV ...

In years gone by, Kawasaki was responsible for introducing the world to the big capacity
high-performance 4x4 ATV when it unveiled in 2002 the mighty Prairie 650 4x4 and its successor
in 2004, the Prairie 700 4x4 ATV. Both of these Kawasaki ATVs amazed riders with their awesome
V-twin engines, incredible four-wheel drive systems, supple ride quality and superior handling.

It's little wonder they dominated magazine shootouts and received numerous accolades.

Kawasaki has topped its own success, however, with the new BRUTE FORCE 750 4x4i, a
leading-edge sport utility 4x4 that gives both farmers and off road ATV enthusiasts the
exhilarating power and performance they want.

The new Brute Force 750 4x4i ATV is the most powerful, high performance model in its class,
offering a superior balance of rider comfort and convenience features. Built with farmers

adventure enthusiasts and sportsmen in mind, it includes new body work, the largest engine in
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system.

Powering the Brute Force 750 4x4i is Kawasaki's revolutionary 90 degree, four stroke V twin
engine. With a bore and stroke of 85 x 66mm, it displaces 749cc and features new plated
aluminium cylinders, a reserve facing air intake, new 34mm downdraft carburettors and straight
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in the chassis where it is best protected from mud and debris. To assist with braking, the engine
features Kawasaki Engine Brake Control, which helps to slow the ATV when traversing steep
downhills.

Like the Prairie 700 4x4, the Brute Force 750 4x4i transfers power from its V twin engine to the
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reverse. By pressing a button on the handlebar, the rider can also select two or four wheel drive
operation. In four wheel drive mode, the Brute Force utilizes a limited slip front differential, which
eases steering effort under most riding conditions. The rider can also engage the Variable Front
Differential Control to deliver torque equally to the right and left front wheels for maximum

traction.

Dual front discs and Kawasaki’s highly acclaimed rear braking system provide maximum stopping
power for the Brute Force 750 4x4i. The rear braking system’s internal components are
completely sealed to protect them from mud, dust and debris, and its compact size provides for
more ground clearance than a conventional rear disc brake system.

The Brute Force 4x4i utilizes a simple, yet sturdy double cradle frame made of tubular steel, while
the suspension is all new for a Kawasaki 4x4 ATV. In place of the MacPherson struts and
aluminium swingarm featured on the Prairie 700 4x4, the Brute Force features front dual A-arms
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leading torsion bar and provides 200 mm of travel. By utilizing a combination of needle bearings
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stability and excellent rider comfort.




The combination of the new chassis and suspension provides the Brute Force with 269 mm of
ground clearance - 25 mm more than that of the older Prairie 700 4x4. In addition, the Brute
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Rider position on the Brute Force 750 4x4i is more upright and sits nearly 65 mm higher than that
of the older Prairie 700 4x4, enhancing the rider’s ability to scan the horizon. Plus, the new
automotive style instrument panel is positioned more vertically to suit the new riding position.

As the blue print for Kawasaki’s future 4x4 ATV design, the body work and front grille of the Brute
Force are bigger, stronger and tougher looking than the Prairie lineup.
